The notion that we might one day be able to communicate by thought alone has preoccupied
scientists and science-fiction writers for decades.

Albert Einstein won the Nobel Prize in physics in 1921 for introducing the idea that light can be
thought of as being composed of tiny particles of energy, or photons, rather than as one continuous
wave.

Since the reality reflected in documentaries is not natural, documentary filmmakers are aware that
their choices shape the meaning which they want to convey.

There is some evidence that the way we handle stress and the way we are affected by it change with age.
The main reason for growing disappointment with science in the public is the perception that
scientists are always arguing with one another.

The way that scientists compare colour vision in different types of animals is by counting the colour
photoreceptors in their eyes.

The changing climate will have negative effects on all parts of the world; depending on people’s
location and lifestyles, however, there will be great differences in the subsequent health hazards
that human populations face.

Science does not produce a unified picture of the environment on which all can agree, instead it
provides multiple views, each of which may be valid from a particular ideological angle.
